Race of Champions 
Pinewood Derby 
General Information:

· Boys participating in The Race of Champions Pinewood Derby must be registered Tiger Cub, Cub Scout or Webelos I Scout.
· Only the 1st place winner from each rank is allowed to enter this competition phase.  4 (max) entries per Pack.  If the first place winner is unable to attend the competition, then it is permissible to enter 2nd or 3rd place winner from the same rank.
· A patch will be awarded to each Scout registered.  Entry fee for the race is $3.00, all other spectators $1.00, children under 5 are free
· Registration for this race begins at 11:30 AM and ends at 12:30 PM.  No late entries will be accepted.  Racing begins at 1:00 PM.
· 1st & 2nd place winners will be awarded a trophy in each rank (i.e. Tigers, Wolf, Bear, Webelos I).
· Award certificates will be issued for Most Original Effort, Best Design, Most Unusual Design, and Most Colorful Entry.

· All race participants must be registered in advance of the May 10, 2002 deadline for entries.  Unit leaders are responsible for submitting the registration forms along with the registration fees to the council service center.  Payment may be made in advance or at the door.  No walk in entries will be allowed for Race of Champions Competition.

Rules for the cars:
1. Any conflicts between these printed rules and those printed by the Boy Scouts of America will be resolved by the event chair.

2. Only the Official BSA Pinewood Derby Kit is allowed.  Substitute wheels, kits or axles are not allowed.
3. Each car entered must be a 2002 built car.  Cars built and raced in past years Pinewood Derbies are not allowed.

4. Each car will be inspected and weighed in by the Official Inspection Committee before it may compete.  All cars will be weighed in and gauged by the same scale, size, and track clearance gauges. The inspectors have the right to disqualify those cars which do not meet specifications.
5. Body Specifications:

a) Original notches for axles in wood body must be used.

b) Width must not exceed 2-3/4" overall and must have a minimum of 1-3/4" between wheels. 

c) Length must not exceed 7" overall

d) Weight must not exceed five (5) ounces.

e) Wheel bearings, washers and bushings are prohibited.

f) The car shall not run on any type of springs.


g) Wheels must retain original width and may not be weighted or re-shaped.

h) No loose materials of any kind will be permitted in or on the car. The car may be hollowed out and built up to the maximum weight by the addition of wood or metal only, provided it is securely-built into the body or chassis.  No weights may be attached with any tape to the outside of the vehicle body.

i) Cars must be free wheeling, no starting device.

j) 3/8" minimum track clearance is required. Weights extending below bottom of car must not violate the minimum clearance.

6. Lubrication - Only dry lubricants (graphite) may be used. (No Liquids)

7. Details - Steering wheels, engines, decals, painting and other appearance details are permissible as long as they do not exceed maximum length, width and height and are securely attached to the car.

8. If a car leaves the track, runs out of its lane, interferes with another car, loses an axle, etc., the heat will be rerun.  If the same car gets into trouble on the second run, the contestant is disqualified and automatically looses that race.  If, on the second run, another car is interfered with, the heat will be run a third time without the disqualified car.
9. Axles - No material may be added to or removed from the axles.  The use of abrasives or machining to change the surface or shape of the axles is not permitted.  The only exception to this is that some of the axles have a small burr at the back of the head where contact is made with the wheel.  This burr may be removed.  Straight axles are not allowed.
10. Wheels – Some wheels may have the flashing along the edge of the wheel.  This may be removed. Machining or modifications to the wheel surface, edges, or axle holes are forbidden.  The size or shape of the wheels may not be changed.  Open wheels are not allowed.  Weighting of the wheels is not allowed.
11. Finish Line lights and judges decisions are final.
Open Class Competition
Rules 

1. Open to Boy Scouts, leaders, Cub Scouts, siblings and family members.
2. Only one entry per person.
3. Cars competing in Cub Scout Race of Champions may not compete in Open Class Competition.

4. Maximum weight will be five (5) ounces, width cannot exceed 2 ¾ inches, minimum distance between wheels of 1 ¾ inches, and the length cannot exceed 7 inches.
5. Cars must have a 3/8 inch clearance between the bottom of the car and the track.  Weights cannot extend below the bottom of the car.

6. No liquid based lubricants allowed.
7. Cars must be free wheeling, no propellant methods allowed.

8. All other modifications allowed.

9. 1st and 2nd place winners will be awarded.

10. Race method will be double elimination.

11. Entry fee of $3.00 will be charged per entry.  A standard Pine Wood Derby patch will be provided to each entry, upon availability.

12. All race participants must be registered in advance of the May 10, 2002 deadline for entries.  Unit leaders are responsible for submitting the registration forms along with the registration fees to the council service center.  Payment may be made in advance or at the door.  Walk-ins will be allowed for Open Class Competition only.
13. Open Class registration begins at 9:00 AM and ends at 10:00 AM.  No late entries will be allowed.  Racing begins at 10:30 AM
